Please call the Yolo County Environmental Health Department for the most current fee schedule. All fees must be paid in full before any underground storage tank can be abandoned. Make checks payable to: Yolo County Environmental Health Department.

Please note that an inspection appointment is required for all underground storage tank removals and/or abandonment. Appointments must be made a minimum of 48 hours in advance. No tank removal will take place without a Yolo County Environmental Health representative present. This department reserves the right to stop the tank removal project at any time for not complying with the Yolo County Underground Storage Tank Policy, Tank System Cutting and Cleaning Policy and State Regulations.
